> Earned her M.D. at the University of Zurich Medica
School

» 1969 she wrot®n Death and Dying a
breakthrough book on five stages of dying

> Wrote 19 Books on the dying process

> She imported the hospice concept from England to
the US

> Died at a home for the elderly in Scottsdale, Arizon
of natural causes in 2004



On the Fear of Death

> In On Death and Dyingelisabeth KiibleRoss
observed the following about the fear of death:

> [N our unconscious, It IS Inconceivable to die of a
natural cause or old age.

> In our unconscious mind we can only be killed

> Therefore death In itself iIs associated with a bad act



On the Fear of Death (Cont.)

> Many cultures have rituals that cultivate our
fear of death.

> Death has been dehumanized by modern
medicine; it has become very orderly and
mechanical.



Attitudes toward Death and.Dying

> In On Death and DyingElisabethKlbler-Ross
observed how other peop
affect the dying:

> Though every man will attempt in his own way to postpon
such questions until he is forced to face them, he will only
be able to change things to conceive of his own death.

> The patient/doctor relationship can be seriously damaged
the doctor not being as straightforward as possible with a
patient about his/her condition.
