
ONLINE PRESENTATION GUIDE 
 
This guide is created to help you prepare an online PowerPoint presentation that will represent what 
you learned from the WebQuest. The purpose of the presentation will be to share the information you 
gained from the WebQuest with school district colleagues and college classmates.  You will use the 
information from your Resources Guide and the Classroom Connections Guide to create the content of 
your presentation.  
 
Before creating the PowerPoint Presentation, think about what will be included in 
the presentation: 
 
From your Resources Guide, think about the following questions: 
• What were the best resources you found on the Internet that would help you and/or other educators 

that would like to integrate technology in their classrooms.  
• How did you go about accessing these resources on the Internet? 
• How did you go about differentiating between good resources and bad resources? 
• Have you thoroughly covered all the different resources available such as Miss Rumphius Award 

winners, list servs, collaborative projects, other teacher resources, etc.?  
From your Classroom Connections Guide, think about the following questions: 
• What advice will you offer educators about using technology in their classrooms?   
• What are some easy ways to get started that you found? 
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Layout of the PowerPoint presentation: 
 
 
1. Opening slide: Give your presentation a title – be creative! 
2. Resources slides: The next few slides should highlight what you found to be the best resources 
from the WebQuest from your Resources Guide. Provide the title, location, content, and reason why 
you found the resource to be valuable for each resource included. 
3. Connections slides: Next, you should include one or two resources you plan to integrate in your 
classroom or recommend to educators and why from your Classroom Connections Guide. 
4. Evaluation slide: The final side(s) should include your personal assessment of the WebQuest 
experience. What did you learn from your participation in the WebQuest? 
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Do’s and Don’ts of PowerPoint Presentations 
 

DO      DON’T 
 
• Keep the visual style consistent – three or four 

colors per slide are ample.  
• Make sure the font is clear and large enough to be 

read at a distance.  
• Use photos and clip art to make your presentation 

interesting. 

• Overwhelm the audience with visuals that are too 
complex or busy. As well, don’t add so many bells 
and whistles that the PowerPoint seems to 
overpower you. This is known  as Power 
Pointlessness 

• Use too many bullet point slides. They become 
quite numbing after a while.
