Articles of Incorporation

Of

The Friends Of The Powhatan Creek Watershed

The undersigned person(s) hereby associate t form a nonstock corporation under the provisions of Chapter 10 Title 13.1 of the Code of Virginia, and to that end execute the following Articles of Incorporation:

Article 1

Name

The name of the Corporation is The Friends Of The Powhatan Creek Watershed, Inc.,

(hereinafter referred to as "the Corporation").

Article 2

Purposes and Powers

(1) The purposes for which the Corporation is formed are as follows:


a. To promote for the benefit of the general public the preservation, protection and balanced use of the natural resources in, but not limited to, the Powhatan Creek Watershed, including the acquisitions and holdings of conservation easements and other real property interests.


b. To increase community eco-friendly use, appreciation and understanding of the natural environmental through protection and preservation of the Powhatan Creek Watershed ecosystem, for the enjoyment, education, and benefit of present and future generations.


c. To retain or protect the natural values of real property for Watershed wildlife habitats; protect natural resources; and maintain or enhance air or water quality in, but not limited to, the Powhatan Creek Watershed.


d. To encourage innovative methods of land conservation and environmentally sound land use.


e. To use all properties held or controlled by the corporation and the net earnings thereof for the benefit of the general public and for charitable, educational, recreational, conservation, scientific, and historic purposes.


f. To cooperate with and assist local, state, and federal government agencies, as well as other nonprofit organizations in the preservation, monitoring, and conservation of the Powhatan Creek Watershed.

Article 3

Nonprofit Status

(1)This Corporation is a nonstock corporation as defined in Title 10 of Article 13.1 of the Code of Virginia.  The purposes of the Corporation are exclusively for such charitable, educational, and scientific purposes as are within the meaning of paragraph 501 © (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 or the corresponding provisions of any subsequent federal tax laws.  The Corporation is not formed for pecuniary profit or financial gain.

(2)The assets of the Corporation shall be at all times dedicated to the purposes set out above, and none of the net earnings shall inure in whole or in part to the benefit of any private individual, association, or corporation.  If for any reason it becomes necessary to dissolve or liquidate the Corporation, the remaining assets of the Corporation, after its lawful obligations and all other requirements of law are met and complied with, shall be transferred or conveyed to one or more corporations, societies, or organizations engaged in activities similar to those of the Corporation and qualifying under paragraph 501 © (3) of the Code, as may be specified in a plan of distribution adopted as provided by law or as directed by a court of competent jurisdiction.


(3) No substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall be activities attempting to influence legislation (except as may be permitted by the provision of paragraph 501 (h) of the Code or the corresponding provisions of any subsequent law) nor shall the Corporation directly or indirectly participate or intervene (including publishing or distributing statements) in any political campaigns on behalf of any candidate for public office or any other activity not within the purposes set out above.
