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JULY 23, 2007 BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ MEETING

MINUTES

1) Treasurer’s Report-Hewitt disseminated a Treasury Activity Summary covering January through July 2007.  The Friends took in $820.50.  Our total expenditures totaled $814.70.   The current balance as of July 23, 2007 is 2335.79.  A projected budget for 2008 was discussed but not voted upon. 
2) By-laws Revisions -The board voted unanimously to hold a Special Business Meeting for the membership on Tuesday August 28 at 6:30 at the Multi-Purpose Room in the Human Resources Building on Olde Towne Road to discuss and vote on proposed by-law revisions and other organizational matters.  Hewitt will notify membership and secure venue.
3) Board Changes- Strategies for enlarging the board and getting more membership involvement were discussed.  The board accepted the resignation of Bill Hewitt as Treasurer effective immediately.  Ann Hewitt will serve out the current term as President but will not seek nomination for a board position for 2008. 
4) Water Testing- Johnson – Currently the Friends is testing monthly at four sites along the tidal and non-tidal lengths of the creek.  Boots has completed two volunteer training sessions for the members of the Ford’s Colony Trailblazers Club which will eventually increase our testing sites to five.

5) Status of Stream Restoration Proffers at New Town Sections 7 & 8 – Kensett Teller reported on previous meetings with representatives from New Town.  Nothing has been mentioned by them about their intentions for stream restoration and stream monitoring.  Schmerfeld said he would follow up. 
6) Growth Management Issues- The Friends discussed the group’s position of each of the following developments listed in the order of priority 

· Phase 6 Peleg’s Point- 197 homes in forested wetland adjacent to Colonial Parkway.  
The board submitted a letter on July 20, 2007 requesting that the USACE deny a request for a wetlands permit.  The site contains historic areas and rare and endangered plant species.  Hewitt has been in contact with Bob Atieri, a local resident organizer in this matter.

· The Settlement

· Powhatan Terrace- Henry Stevens’s new proposal for the Jamestown Road, 37 townhomes.
